Brief Discussion of New Construction Workgroup Format – Brian Rehn

- Discussion of the new group formats – split of urban fleets and construction

- ACTION ITEM:  Brian agreed to write-up workgroup structure, mission statement, and roles and responsibilities and send them out to the group & post on the MADC website

- Introduction of new workgroup members.  Also, we discussed the possibility of broadening the membership of the group to include industry associations or even interested construction businesses.    

Workgroup Mission / Goals Discussion – Brian Rehn
· Discussed the mission/purpose of the MADC Construction Workgroup
· Discussed the need to address both short-term (in the next several months) and long-term (the next year) goals for the group.  In particular, emphasis is on consideration of strategies/measures for recommendation to the MADC Steering Committee at MARAMA’s summer meeting.
· Inquired to group about priorities for concern within this sector (are there specific kinds of equipment fleets, subsectors, etc. the group wishes to focus?).
· Group was asked to consider oppurtunities for collaborative partnerships within this sector (potential for collaboration between govt, corporations, MPOs, or even geographic partnerships.)

Control Measures/Strategies to Address In-Use Construction Activity Diesel Emissions

- Solicited input on types of projects, strategies, incentives, disincentives, etc. that we could compile into a list for consideration by the group.  

- ACTION ITEM:  Brian Rehn agreed to attempt to put a list of possible measures together, with input from the group, prior to the next workgroup meeting.

· It was suggested that before we could target which strategies we might consider, the group may need further information to narrow its selections.  

· It was asked whether emission inventory information was available for nonattainment areas in the Region, which could be used to target geographic areas where construction emissions mitigation could best be focused.  
· ACTION ITEM:  Brian Rehn/Kelly Sheckler agreed to attempt to determine if emission inventory information was readily available.

· A brief discussion ensued about the use of surveys to attempt to better identify the universe in question.  This was deemed to be resource intensive.  CARB apparently did a survey and Jeff King mention surveys being done by MWCOG.
Potential Future Action Items

· The idea of holding a workshop or workshops was discussed.  Several group members mentioned workshops that have been held elsewhere (Northeast Collabortive’s “Boston Breathes Workshop”, Atlanta Workshop, etc.).

· The group decided to consider holding a workshop as a mid-term strategy, after identifying the needs and the audience for such a workshop.  Several group members cautioned that workshop fatigue may set in, and that holding a workshop for the sake of doing so was not a goal unto itself.

Interested Party Lists
- One concern raised was that we may wish to identify parties already doing construction-related projects, or those who have expressed interest in doing so, and compiling a list of such interested parties.   This could prove helpful if we decided upon a strategy soliciting involvement of interested private/public parties.

- ACTION ITEM: Alison Tracy of Phil AMS agreed to try to send out a list of parties that have done or have expressed interest in past projects in Philadelphia (not necessarily related to construction)
