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Purpose & Goal of the Collaborative:
EPA Region III has identified our urban areas as priority targets for diesel emission reductions.  EPA's analysis and other risk assessment activities have pointed to diesel exhaust as a major risk contributor.  Many of our urban areas, where most Ports are located, are non-attainment for PM 2.5 and ozone.  

The Mid-Atlantic Diesel Collaborative through the Ports Sector will focus initially on the primary sources of diesel and air toxics emissions from Ports.  For example, sources include cargo handling equipment, tugs and ferries, dredging, cranes, trucking/drayage operations etc.  Through the work of the Ports Sector - we hope to pick potential projects at Region III Ports that will result in emission reductions.  
Mid-Atlantic Clean Ports Workshop
