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11. Comprehensive Periodic Implementation Plan Revisions 

Section 51.308(f) requires a State/Tribe to revise its regional haze implementation plan and submit a plan revision to EPA by July 31, 2018 and every ten years thereafter.  In accordance with the requirements listed in Section 51.308(f) of the federal rule for regional haze, <State/Tribe name> commits to revising and submitting this regional haze implementation plan by July 31, 2018 and every ten years thereafter.

In addition, Section 51.308(g) requires periodic reports evaluating progress towards the reasonable progress goals established for each mandatory Class I area.   In accordance with the requirements listed in Section 51.308(g) of the federal rule for regional haze, <State/Tribe name> commits to submitting a report on reasonable progress to EPA every five years following the initial submittal of the SIP/TIP.  The report will be in the form of a SIP/TIP revision submitted by <exact date 5 years after SIP submission> or <other exact date agreed on regional basis no later than 5 years from submission>. The reasonable progress report will evaluate the progress made towards the reasonable progress goal for each mandatory Class I area located within <State/Tribe name> and in each mandatory Class I area located outside <State/Tribe name>, which may be affected by emissions from within <State/Tribe name>.  All requirements listed in 51.308(g) shall be addressed in the SIP/TIP revision for reasonable progress.
Section (d)(4)(v) requires periodic updates of the emission inventory. <State/Tribe name> commits to update the inventory by <specific date>.
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
