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2. General Planning Provisions and Commitment to Future Submittal
Pursuant to the requirements of 51.308(a) and (b), <state name> submits this SIP/TIP to meet the requirements of EPA’s Regional Haze rules that were adopted to comply with requirements set forth in the Clean Air Act. Elements of this Plan address the Core Requirements pursuant to CFR 40 51.308(d) and the Best Available Retrofit Technology (BART) components of CFR 40 50.308(e). In addition, this SIP/TIP addresses Regional Planning, State/Tribe and Federal Land Manager coordination, and contains a commitment to provide Plan revisions and adequacy determinations.

Section 51.308(f) requires the <State/Tribe name> to submit its SIP revision by July 31, 2018 and every ten years thereafter. 

Section 51.308(g) requires the <State/Tribe name> to submit a report to EPA every 5 years evaluating progress towards the reasonable progress goal for each Class I Federal areas located within the State and in each Class I Federal area located outside the State that may be affected by emission from within the State. The first progress report is due 5 years from submittal of the initial implementation plan and must be in the form of implementation plan revisions.

In accordance with Section 51.308(h), at the time the progress report is submitted, the <State/Tribe name> will also submit a determination of the adequacy of its existing Regional Haze SIP revision.
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
